1 Samuel 17
Famous Last Words

Thomas Andrews who designed the Titanic and died in it when it sank on April 14,
1912, said, “No, not even God could sink the Titanic”

Also on the Titanic was Lieutenant Wilde - "I have a good feeling about this cruise.
Eye, Captain Smith, she's a fine vessel, completely unsinkable."

Sometimes we can get it wrong. The tragedy is when it's based essentially on the
overinflated view that we might have of ourselves.

Goliath in our reading said to David, “Am | a dog, that you come at me with sticks?”
And the Philistine cursed David by his gods.“"Come here," he said in his famous last
words, “and I'll give your flesh to the birds of the air and the beasts of the field!”

Those involved in the Titanic, did have good reason for optimism, this was an
impressive boat. Goliath had good reason for feeling confident, he was an impressive
man. What's more, David was anything but impressive. He was not much more than a
little boy with a juvenile weapon.

This hall is filled with impressive people, young men and woman who will do amazing
things, many of you who have already achieved things that many, including myself
will never accomplish. You have good reason for optimism.

The optimism based on the enormity of the Titanic or on the strength of Goliath

was not their undoing. It was that they believed their impressiveness rendered God

useless, unnecessary, or irrelevant and in the case of Goliath, lesser.

God is not so small. Let’s get our last words right, let us be found humble before God.

It
is important that we're aware of the fact
that the boys and girls are actually doing
their prep over a number of nights, rather
than at the'last minute’as students in the
past were wont to do. As those to whom
| spoke last Thursday night are aware,
we're much better at dealing with issues
before they progress to the ‘problem’
stage. As teachers and parents our job

is to ‘be aware) assist where appropriate
and monitor progress so that all students
can gain greatest benefit from utilizing
time available to them. The recently
proposed move from the PDHPE rooms
to Middle School rooms for prep is a
sensible and welcome notion. Sensibly
articulated expectations in relation to
prep / homework are beneficial for all,
productive for most, and even daunting
for some at times, but | know that
without it our students’awareness of
their strengths, their capacity to manage
challenge and gain knowledge of
individual strategies to overcome such

challenge just wouldn't factor into their
school lives until the senior years. I've
been teaching long enough also to know
that the onset of academic self-awareness
for a seventeen-year-old can be far more
a problem than it is an issue. I've indicated
the importance of being aware of Middle
School students'work schedules and of
encouraging them to do as well as they
can to meet their commitments in all
areas of school activity. I'm reasonably
sure that Homeroom staff communicated
this message to you before Swimming
Carnival War Cries last Thursday.

Thank you for coming to see us last
week: we're ‘in this'together of course
and our communication needs to be
frank. You were frank last Thursday and
Friday and you were also helpful in
terms of comments you have made.
The parent information sessions went
very well, as did the light dinner and
refreshments part of the evening. The War
Cries, as predicted, were characterized
by enthusiasm and volume and | feel
sure that some managed instances of
melodious function.

The Three Steps

Showing empathy, compassion and respect for the needs and feelings of others
requires awareness and at the end of the day, practice. As part of our PYP, we
emphasise the ‘The Three Steps’at school and we would like you to discuss this at
home and help all our students improve their understanding.

We believe our students can make a difference themselves when dealing with some
difficult situations at school, while allowing them to have the support they may need
in others. We explain that it is OK to miss step 1 or 2 if behaviour is dangerous or very
serious, but it encourages them to take some ownership of the situation confronting
them as well.

Rather than simply going to "tell" the teacher, we encourage children to say:

Step 1 - "Please stop doing/saying that. | don't like it
Step 2 - "I've asked you to stop. If you do it again, | will go and talk to a teacher.
Step 3 - "l'am going to talk to a teacher"

We encourage students to talk to the teachers, rather than “tell” In doing so, students
have the opportunity to retain some of the responsibility for “fixing” the situation. Of
course, this skill is a difficult one. So, please discuss this strategy with your children at
home and perhaps let them explore this process when you have the chance. If we all
develop a similar approach to such situations, | am sure it will pay dividends both at
home and at school.

Uniform at School

The Junior School is doing its best to ensure the School uniform is worn correctly and
we would like the support for families as we endeavour to maintain high standards.
We would like to ask parents to support us at school by ensuring that the following
message gets to all our children. All shirts need to be tucked in, socks need to be
pulled up and ties worn correctly. Girls may wear silver, gold or pearl studs (5mm
diameter maximum) with one earring in each lobe. No other jewellery, anklets or
wristbands are allowed. At School, | have asked teachers to remind students to

dress well as they leave their supervision and move elsewhere. It would be greatly
appreciated if we all work together on this onel!

Children may wear their PE uniform to school only when they have sport immediately
after school in the afternoon. The PE uniform is to be the TAS navy shorts only, (no
rugby or other shorts or skins). If your child has PE during the day, they are to wear
their uniform to school and change for the PE session.
